AIMS TESTING 
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Copper Ridge School implemented a uniform policy beginning with the 2007-08 school year.  The 
policy has been warmly received by the school, student and parent communities.  This acceptance is 
the result of the school administration listening to parent and teacher input and providing a flexible 
policy.  The policy allows solid colored (black, navy blue or khaki) or plaid (consisting of black, blue, 
yellow and white) bottoms and solid colored collared shirts (white, yellow, blue or black.) 
 

In the fall of 2008, based on parent and teacher input, two changes to the policy were implemented 
to make it easier for parents and students to comply.  First, the policy was amended to allow small 
logos (less than 1 ½ inches) on the shirts.  After this change, uniform clothing became even easier 
to purchase and is now available at virtually every retailer or web site that sells children‛s clothing.  
In addition, the frequency of a Spirit Day was increased and is now offered every Friday.  On Spirit 
Day, students have the option of wearing a uniform 8;  denim bottoms and a collar-less t-shirt 
(Copper Ridge t-shirt or a plain solid colored white, yellow, blue or black t-shirt.) 
 

During the first two years of the policy, parents have been able to obtain a uniform policy exemp-
tion due to financial, religious, medical or philosophical reasons.  The vast majority of the exemp-
tions were requested due to philosophical reasons.  Less than 10% of the school‛s population cur-
rently has an exemption on file.  Most of the exemptions are for students in the upper middle 
school grades (7th and 8th grade.) 
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In addition, if needed by a family, financial assistance can still be requested through the Principal‛s 
office and obtained through Collette‛s Uniforms.     

This policy change has been approved by our Parent Uniform Committee, the Copper Ridge Site 
Council, the school administration and the district.  Please contact me with any questions or con-
cerns you might have.   We look forward to a successful evolution of our uniform policy.
