Thank you all who attended our Uniform
Committee Meeting and to all of you who e-
mailed with your thoughts and con-
cerns. The highlights are as follows:

Jean and Spirit Days- Mrs. Burnham in-
formed us of the tremendous struggles with
non-compliance that followed the last at-
tempt of a
other Friday starting in September will be
a Spirit Day.
