LIBRARY NEWS

Dear Parent,

I want to welcome you all to another great year at the Copper Ridge Library. I have enjoyed getting
to meet your students and look forward to fostering a love of reading with them. For those of you
who don't know me, I didn't have far to travel when I became the teacher librarian at Copper Ridge
this school year; T have been a middle school teacher here since 2003.

Our school library mission is fo help every student develop a love of reading, fo become a skilled
user of ideas and information, and to explore the world through print and electronic media. In addi-
tion to the books and materials in the library, your student will also learn how to use Destiny, our
online virtual library. From here students can log in to check their library account, add books to
their personal reading list, or place a book on hold. Our library research database has a collection
of commercial databases and other resources that can be accessed free by students via the Inter-
net as well. You can use the database from your home computer 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.
These resources can help your child achieve in school by providing:

* Reliable and up-to-date information on many subjects for all age groups
* Full-text magazine and newspaper articles
* Online encyclopedias and dictionaries

Please encourage your students to fill out a "book bragger" form when they have finished a library
book they really enjoyed reading The student recommendations may be featured in the library, on
the announcements, or in an upcoming addition of The Blazer. Book Braggers can be picked up in the
library.

As always, please help your student keep their checked out books in a safe place. The most common
causes of library book damage are chewed up books from the family dog and water bottles leaking in
the backpack. In the unfortunate case when a book is ruined, please inform either myself or Mrs.
Von Gonten. We will issue a payment sheet so you know how much money it will cost to replace the
book. Do not purchase a replacement book yourself. Books sold at local
retailers are not library bound and therefore not as durable. If you have
any questions, please feel free to contact me.
