Problen: Mike has 10 white socks and 10 black sodks
in a drawer. He pulls out a black sock. Without looking, he
pulks out another sock. What is the chance (or probabiling
that the second sock is also black? Is it 50 percent, more
than 50 percent, or less than 50 percent (Most people will
say 50 percent.)

Solution: Have your child think again. Before Mike pulls out the fist soclk,
10 of the 20 socks in the drawer—aor 50 percent—are black. Bur when he
pulls out the second one, there are only @ black socks and 10 white ones. Since
there are more white socks now, the chance of getting a bladk sock is less than
50 percent.
