Fruit - A plethora of seasonal and fresh choices 

Grains - More whole grain items like breads, cereal and pizza crusts 

Meat or meat alternate -Reduced fat cheese, beans and lean chicken and beef 

Save Money: Eat School Lunch  

On  average, it costs less to buy a school lunch than to bring a lunch from  home. 

 The estimated national average cost of a school lunch from home was $3.43

There is Such a Thing as a Free Lunch (and a Reduced Price One Too.)  All 

children attending SUSD schools may purchase meals through the National 

School Lunch Program (NSLP.) 

Families with incomes at or below 130 percent of the poverty level are eligi-

ble for free meals. 

Families with incomes between 130 percent and 185 percent of the poverty 

level are eligible for reduced meals.
