Factual Information

Governor Jan Brewer has proposed a temporary sales tax
increase to help dose cument budget shortfalls. This
measure will be on the May 18 special election ballot. The
House approved a Senate-passed resolution to refer the
one-cent, three-year sales tax increase to voters. The ane
cent sales tax increase measune would increase the current
rate of 5.6 percent to 6.6 percent for three vears and raise an
estimated 52.9 billion to help close Arizana's budget deficit.

Frequently Asked Questions

Q: Why will the one cent tem porary sales tax increase be on the ballot?
A: To raise state revenue for primary and secondary public education, bealth and human services and public safety.

Q: When will the temporary one cent sales tax increase be on the ballot?
A: The measure will be an the May 18, 2010 ballot.

Q: For how long will the one cent sales tax increase be in effect?
A: The increase will be in effect for three years,

Q: Where will the monies go?

A: The monies raised from the temporary one cent sales tax will go directly to public education, health and human
services and public safety. Two-thirds will be appropriated for K-12 education. One-third will be appropriated for
health and human services and public safety purpases.

Q: What is the estimated benefit for public school districts?
A: Public school districts will receive an estimated 5700 million from the temporary one cent sales tax increase,

Q: Will this estimated $700 million be new money for schools?
A: No. These monies will help cover the state's budget shortfall. We will still see cuts to education funding.

Q: What is the current loss of monies to Scottsdale Unified School District (SUSD) for the 2010-11 fiscal year?
A: For the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2010, SUSDis projected to see a loss of more than 518.4 million.
If the one cant sales tax does not pass, the budget reduction could be more than double that amount.

Q: What is the impact to school districts if the one cent sales tax increase ballot measure does not pass?

A:'We have never faced a crisis like this before in education. I the spacial ballot measure doesn't pass,
there will be asignificant impact on funding, and education in Arzona will look completely different
than it does today. Additional teaching positions will be eliminated, class sizes will continue to

increase, and eritical programs will be eliminated.
